Scholarship – Policy/Guidelines
· Criteria and Qualifications for applicants – in line with IAAP Core Values and based on financial need, academic goal, current progress toward that goal, and intended use of the funds.
· In order to be eligible, Chapter members must be in good standing for at least two years.

· Awards will be made after verification of enrollment.
· Two-thirds of the total funds available in the scholarship account as of December 31 will be awarded per year (subject to change based on total amount in account each year).
· Number of scholarship awards to be determined each year based on total amount of funds available for disbursement.
· Of the total available scholarship funds to be awarded each year, IAAP Chapter members are eligible to apply for a scholarship award in support of the CAP exam registration fee (this is a one-time only per person award).
· Scholarship awards will be held for no more than six months.  If the award is not used or requested by the recipient within six months, the amount of the award will remain in the scholarship account.

· Awards will be sent to the school or college for purchase of books and/or supplies.  CAP award recipients will receive a reimbursement check in the amount of the award only after submitting a letter of request and a paid receipt for the registration fee.
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
